So,
Mrs Davies has challenged us all to approach these tasks with more enthusiasm and see if this makes a
difference. | am going to approach the bathroom with a more positive mental attitude this weekend, and in
return | hope the children approach their homework in the same way. If they struggle with this, they can
always see Mrs Polglase and Mrs Garland at learning club where | know there is a lot of enthusiasm for
learning. | am not so sure Mrs Polglase and Mrs Garland will be able to support me with my enthusiasm for
cleaning the bathroom, but | will give it a go and report back!
